Crafts Council of Ireland (CCoI) Fund for 

Continued Professional Development (CPD)

As part of CCoI’s new Strategic Plan for 2010-2012 CCoI is making a new fund available 
to CCoI clients who wish to pursue continued professional development in their 
respective craft discipline.

This fund is called CCoI CPD fund and will be an annual fund made available to all CCoI 
clients.

The fund will ensure that makers have access to suitable professional development for 
their craft.

Training may take the form of attendance at workshops, training events, master classes,
research into international trade events, conferences or participation in a longer 
development programme.

The fund will be distributed on a matched funded basis, where the individual will be required 
to demonstrate their ability to match the CCoI fund.  A maximum of 50% of the total cost 
of a training event will be made available under this fund.

The maximum amount per year is €500 to any one CCoI registered client.

The criteria for applications for this fund is:

· The application must be made by a registered CCoI client.

· The purpose of the funding is for professional development for crafts people.

· The provider of the training must be a recognised national/international institution 
          or a specialist provider of craft specific training. If the application is to attend an 

     international trade event, the event must be recognised by CCoI.

· Applicants must complete a CCoI application form before the 21st May 2010.

· CCoI will not double fund initiatives i.e. if a client has successfully drawn down funding 
from other CCoI support funds for an event/activity then they will not be applicable 

          under this fund.
