
CRAFT INDUSTRY REPORT

For the past three years, the Crafts Council of Ireland
has commissioned a sectoral analysis of the craft sector in

Ireland. This annual Craft Industry Report provides the basis on
which key business and development decisions are made both
by CCoI, funders and craft companies – and as such in an
invaluable source of information.

This year’s report has changed slightly in that it was conducted
on a calendar year basis (Jan. – Dec.) and the focus of questions
was altered slightly to provide more indepth results – in
particular more accurate turnover figures.

Despite the negative economic news stories that have been
circulating for quite some time, the financial results for the craft
sector in 2002 were not all doom and gloom. Indeed the sector
reported a marginal increase in turnover – despite many
craftspeople feeling that it had been a tough trading year.

While the boom days of the Celtic Tiger may have reached an
end –  there seems to be a general consensus that this level of

growth was unsustainable and bound to steady or plateau.

The reassuring news for the craft industry is that as a sector it is
still growing, albeit at a slower rate. Turnover in 2002 rose to €84
million, up from €76 million in 2001 (this figure was revised and
recast based on new information gained in the recent register
update).

However, less encouraging was the fact that over 70% of individual
craft businesses have a turnover of €30,000 per annum or less,
and that approximately 2.5% of craft businesses account for 34%
of the total turnover of the sector.

These and the many other areas explored in the Craft Industry
Report 2002 will be extremely influential during the development
of the upcoming Strategic Plan 2004-2007 – pinpointing areas of
concern and highlighting current economic factors and trends,
which will impact on the industry in the coming years.

(www.ccoi.ie) in the coming weeks and will be distributed by post
by the end of September. A full version of the report will also be
accessible on line.The second CCoI Strategic Plan (2004 – 2007)
will be unveiled in the latter part of this year.

Key Findings for 2002

One of the major concerns expressed is the compulsory requirement that all small silver pieces under 7 grams be sent to the Assay
office for stamping. Many jewellers are probably aware that in the UK it is an optional choice as to whether silver items under the 7
gram weight are marked or not. Some items weighing 1 to 2 grams have a silver value not much higher then the cost of stamping itself.
It has been commented on to the Council that the logic of compulsory assaying of such tiny products is questionable.

The original concept of assaying was to protect the customer from under carating or deception. Silver in these small amounts is not
expensive and protection seems hardly warranted realative to the cost of the consumer. Assaying a large item or a piece of
silversmithing is a different affair and an assay stamp very much adds to the value of the item.

Another concern expressed to the Council is the dropping of the Date Mark – makers and manufacturers now have to request it. At
present you pay an extra one euro to have the date stamp.The suggestion put to the Council is that it should be the other way round –
you get it unless you specifically say you do not want it, and the cost is part of the overall assay charge not an extra.

Many queries come to the Crafts Council regarding Hall Marking or the assaying of Gold, Silver and Platinum.

In general, jewellers appear to believe that the Assay

Office has an important role to play and that the assay mark is a
valuable marketing tool in that it is an independent confirmation
to the general public of the intrinsic value of jewellery. However
there are concerns that have been passed to the Council and
which appear reasonably based. CCoI will invite the Assay Office
to comment in the next issue of Stopress.

CCoI felt were as vital to DESIGNyard’s future as it’s proposed
high profile marketing campaign.

4. The CCoI Board considered that if the €330,000 received
by DESIGNyard in a period of unprecedented economic
expansion had not created sustainable sales for the
retail/commissioning gallery, then a further injection of
exchequer funding in a period of economic slowdown was
even less likely to do so.

The decision not to renew the agreement was passed to
DESIGNyard in January this year. The Council fully accepts that
in not renewing its funding arrangement, it presented
DESIGNyard’s directors with a real challenge on how to run
the galleries purely from sales revenue. Nevertheless, the 
pro-active sales campaign they mounted in May – which,
according to DESIGNyard staff, lead to the best sales figures
ever achieved in that month since the galleries opened -
indicated that the challenge could be well met if this approach
was adopted year round. In light of that, the announcement of
DESIGNyard’s closure in June was completely unexpected by
the Council and very much regretted.

The Council’s immediate response to the news of the closure
was to ask its own legal advisers how the interests of
craftspeople who supplied the galleries on a sale or return
basis could be best protected. The advice we received was
that sale or return stock should be returned prior to formal
liquidation of DESIGNyard, or ownership by its suppliers would
have to be proven to the liquidator before it could be released
to them. As there was no formal contract between
DESIGNyard and its sale or return suppliers this would have
been very difficult to do. As a result, sale or return goods could
have been retained as DESIGNyard assets to be disposed of in
its liquidation.

This information was promptly passed to the DESIGNyard
board and was acted on by them prior to the liquidator’s
formal appointment. As a direct result of the potential impact
the galleries closure had on “sale or return” suppliers, the
Council will shortly issue guidelines on how to best protect the
supplier’s interests when providing stock on this basis.

I have written very fully so that readers, and particularly
DESIGNyard suppliers, can better understand the background
to the Council’s decision, its inevitability in the circumstances
and that it was not taken lightly.

On August 24, the Sunday Business Post and Sunday Times
announced the acquisition of the DESIGNyard title and assets by
Gerry Crosbie of Whichcraft. The Council hopes that the revival
of the outlet will be successfully carried through under private
sector management for the benefit of all concerned, not least for
the suppliers who supported DESIGNyard for so many years.

While the press report of a possible re-opening was very
welcome, it also contained comments on DESIGNyard’s closure
being due to the withdrawal of funding by CCoI. Given the
continuing inaccuracies in some media reporting since the Essex
Street galleries’ closure, the CCoI would like to take this
opportunity to clarify the Council’s relationship with
DESIGNyard and give more accurate information on the
Council’s decision not to renew a funding agreement which had
come to the natural end of its term in 2002.

First it should be noted that between 1993 and 1998,
DESIGNyard operated without any financial support from CCoI.
When the Council relocated to Kilkenny in 1998 and closed its
Dublin gallery, it established a five year funding agreement with
DESIGNyard which gave the organisation a total of 330,000 euro
over the 1998-2002 period. The funding was solely for the first
floor retail/commissioning gallery so that it could match the
contribution to DESIGNyard’s overheads provided by the
jewellery gallery and so help the not-for-profit organisation
become self-sustaining by the end of the five year agreement.

The agreement was concluded on 31/12/02 with a final payment
of €45,000. DESIGNyard requested that it be extended on the
basis of a €50,000 ongoing annual grant and a once off payment
of €350,000 which was to be used for a marketing campaign.
No DESIGNyard policy change - other than better funded
marketing - was put forward to support the agreement’s
renewal. Despite recognition of its contribution to promoting
quality in design, the Crafts Council of Ireland felt it could not
support this proposal for a variety of reasons, the most
important being:

1. Facing current political and economic realities and an 8.9%
cut in its own state funding, the CCoI Board judged that the
DESIGNyard proposal would have to have been met from its
own resources rather than additional exchequer grant. To do so
would have required cutting CCoI projects or full programmes
for a year or more. For example, closing the National Craft
Gallery, the Regional Exhibition Product and Marketing
Development Programmes.

2. In addition, the Council’s Board took special note of the
Indecon Report commissioned by DESIGNyard to look at
options on its future. Based on their research, the Indecon
consultants pointed out that all similar high profile retail galleries
in Europe were private sector funded.

3. There were access, building and frontage issues which
DESIGNyard did not address in its proposals to CCoI but which

Simplicity is a theme that comes up often in the sites that I review. Part of that is because of

personal preference and part because the majority of sites are designed to be simple. In theory

this makes them easy to use and allowing them to

communicate effectively.

The Meath Crafts site is one of these. Again, it starts with a
splash page using a predominant strong colour, and from there
you go to the home page of the site with 3 elements:

That is great – the options given will cover what the
vast majority of visitors to the site will want to do.

Going further into the site and pulling up individual craftworker details you are given similar information for each
– full contact details and website addresses where applicable. A small map is also shown – in some cases detailed
enough and in others just showing the location of the nearest large town/village.

4 product thumbnails are shown for each – it would have been nice to be able to access pop-ups of each so that
more detail could be seen. But that is a detail that is not necessary for a site whose function is to give out a small
amount of detail on a variety of craftpersons and then direct you to them.

A couple of things I would change to improve the site. It is not obvious when you get into the site how to get
back to the home page. As it turns out it is the “Meath Crafts” text in the top left hand corner. And when you do
figure that out it brings you back to the splash page and not the home page. So you are still one click away from
where you want to be. And on the home page itself I would perhaps use the text to talk about what the site is
for, and a little less to tell everyone about how great the craftspeople of Meath are! Finally the site actively
encourages people to suggest improvements – using a feedback link in the bottom left corner.This is always good
to see. A good site – simple, easy to use and effective.

Report from the ‘Hidden Art’
Conference – London 9th-10th
July 2003 London Metropolitan
University.

Mazorca Projects, a not-for-profit
company in East London fostering
business development for
designer/makers in their locality,
presented their 4th annual conference
entitled ‘Hidden Art’.The conference
was attended by CCoI’s Design for
Industry participants Peter O’Kennedy,
Tom O’Rahilly, Patricia Murphy and
Michael Quigley (of Patricia Murphy) and
Project Manager of Design for Industry,
Danae Kindness.

The forum was designed to bring
together, designer/makers,
manufacturers and retailers to discuss
case studies, issues for designers
working in the current climate, and to
network developing opportunities.

The conference gave opportunities to
see the design and home product
industry from a number of
perspectives. There were many stories
shared of company growth, of both
successful and difficult projects. Advice
was gleaned on issues as diverse as
design licensing, promoting oneself as a
designer, approaching a retailer, to ideas
of how to earn income from all of
one’s creative activities. There were
also many opportunities to network
during the two hot and intensive days
of the conference.

All of this took place against the
background of the Furniture Works
project, a new manufacture and
business enterprise, which has
developed out of the design
department of the London
Metropolitan University. Here access
to sophisticated machinery is offered to
young designers to enable the
development of prototypes in addition
to technical and business consultation.

In addition to many young designers and
design groups, speakers included: Jonas
Ahman of Hitch Mylius, a small but highly
successful British upholstery manufacturer -
for them design is central to their success
and hence they continue to work with
young designers; Sue Holmes, formerly a
buyer with Liberty; Nina Lewis of Purves &
Purves, the contemporary design store in
Tottenham Court Road; Laura Slock of Flo a
project established in 2001 to produce and
distribute furniture, lighting and home
accessories from emerging design talent;
Amelia Coward of Young British Design, a
design consultancy who work with big name
clients on interior/ home products; and Piers
Roberts and Rory Dodd of Designers Block,
the highly successful fringe design show run
in parallel to 100% DESIGN.
