Open to artists of all disciplines, this new award was launched by the Crafts Council of Ireland to recognise the unique skills, talents and abilities of our leading craftspeople. The judges were looking for “excellence in craftsmanship that makes a piece truly outstanding”. They found that excellence in Inga Reed’s work.
